Slovo a slovesnost je recenzovany védecky ¢asopis vénovany otazkam teorie a kul-
tury jazyka. Vychazi od r. 1935, kdy byl zalozen jako organ Prazského lingvistic-
kého krouzku. Piinasi ptivodni ¢eské i zahranicni prace zabyvajici se sémiotikou,
sémantikou, gramatikou, pragmatikou, sociolingvistikou, psycholingvistikou,
textovou lingvistikou, teorii prekladu aj. Je jedinym domacim casopisem, v némz
vychézeji ptispévky s tematikou z obecné lingvistiky. Diky rozvijeni prazské
funkcionalistické tradice patii dnes k nejvyznamnéjsim sttedoevropskym lingvis-
tickym a sémiotickym Casopistim. Slovo a slovesnost vychazi ¢tyfikrat do roka.
Kromé védeckych stati jsou v ¢asopise publikovany rozhledové ¢lanky, diskusni
ptispévky, recenze dilezitych domacich i zahrani¢nich praci, zpravy o konferen-
cich a zpravy o déni v jazykovédné obci. Kazdy zaslany piispévek prochazi stan-
dardnim recenznim fizenim. Stati a rozhledové ¢lanky recenzuji minimalné dva
recenzenti/recenzentky, drobnéjsi Zanry (recenze, zpravy aj.) zpravidla jedna re-
cenzentka/jeden recenzent. Recenzni fizeni je oboustranné anonymni. Publikaéni-
mi jazyky jsou ¢eStina, slovenstina, angli¢tina, némcina, francouzstina a ruStina.
Stati a rozhledové ¢lanky obsahuji anglicky abstrakt, kli¢ova slova a pfip. jesté
dalsi résumé v jiném cizim jazyce. Slovo a slovesnost je citovano v databazich

A special emphasis on theory as well as the continuation and development of the
Prague School structuralist and functionalist tradition make Slovo a slovesnost
the most significant Czech linguistic journal. The journal is also among the most
important linguistic and semiotic journals in the Central European region. Orient-
ed toward the presentation of local and Central European research as well as its
significance in relation to international trends, it focuses on all areas of structural
linguistics as well as issues of language variation, style and language cultivation
(language planning), to name a few. It serves as the primary representative of Czech
language studies among academic journals and is also widely read by scholars of
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Slavic studies abroad. Since its founding in 1935 by the Prague Linguistic Circle,
Slovo a slovesnost has been published quarterly. Contributions include original
articles, discussions and reviews of current Czech and international linguistic liter-
ature. The language of publication is Czech and occasionally other languages, in
particular English. Articles for potential publication are subjected to an anony-
mous (“double-blind”) peer review process with at least two reviewers. Published
articles are preceded by English abstracts, follow international citation norms and
may include summaries in other foreign languages. Slovo a slovesnost is indexed/
abstracted in Arts and Humanities Citation Index, Social SciSearch, Journal Cita-
tion Reports/ Social Sciences Edition, Scopus, Linguistic Bibliography/ Bibliogra-
