Pfi této
prilezitosti jsme se rozhodli radikalné zménit jeho grafickou a vizualni podobu, ktera
akcentuje jednoduchost, dynamicnost a harmonické propojeni textu s obrazovym
doprovodem. Doufame, ze se vam nova podoba casopisu bude libit.

V letosnim Cisle Knik a déjin najdete ve vyvazeném poméru prispévky vénované
jak produkci knih, tak jejich dobové recepci. Do barokni knihovny v Ceském
Krumlové nas zavede prispeévek Vaclava Grubhoffera, ktery analyzoval soubor
medicinské literatury patfici Marii Ernestiné z Eggenbergu. Vzhledem k dokladim
jejiho aktivniho Ctenarského zajmu o tyto knihy studie prinasi i dilezité poznatky

k déjinam dobové slechtické mentality. Syntetizujici charakter ma prispévek

Olgy Fejtové, ve kterém autorka mapuje soucasny stav vyzkumu knihoven

v prostredi Jednoty bratrské zacatku 17. stoleti a zamysli se nad moznostmi jejich
dalsiho zkoumani. Do prostredi cirkevnich knihoven nas prenese studie Marty
Hradilové, v niz predstavuje prameny k déjinam knihoven premonstratskych
klasterti v Doksanech a Chotésové zrusenych v prvni viné josefinskych reforem

v roce 1782. Prispévek Kamila Boldana je vénovan pusobeni Jana BeneSovského,
prvniho doloZeného knihvazacde v Ceskych Budé&jovicich. Autorovi se podafilo
propajit ¢innost tohoto knihvazace s dosud anonymnimi vazbami evidovanymi

v databazi Einbanddatenbank a zaradit jeho praci do kontextu knihvazacskych dilen
jagellonského obdobi. Tvurci aktivity némeckého grafika Virgila Solise ml. béhem
jeho pusobeni v Praze pfiblizuje ve své studii Anna Hotova. Zamérila se predevsim
na jeho ¢innost v oblasti knizni grafiky a rozsitila dosavadni seznam dél o nové
publikace, na nichz se Solis podilel ¢i mohl podilet. Sérii recenzovanych prispévki
uzavira kolektivni studie autort Ivy Bydzovské, Matéje Méricky a Michala Klacka,
ktera je vénovana dosud pomijené problematice provenienci konvoluti kramarskych
tiskd, tzv. spalick.

Letosni Cislo Anik a déjin prinasi také dveé obsahlé recenze knih vénovanych
ranénovovékym portrétim a bohemikalnim versiim v uherskych tiscich i tradi¢ni
vybér knihovédnych studii z aktualnich vydani casopist, rocenek, monografii

a sbornik.

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This year, the journal Aniky a déjiny celebrates its thirtieth anniversary. On this occasion,
we have decided to radically change its graphic and visual design, accentuating simplicity,
dynamism and a harmonious interplay of text and images. We hope you will find the new
look of the journal pleasing.

In this year's issue, you will find a balanced proportion of papers devoted to both the
production of books and their reception in the past. You will explore the Baroque library in
Cesky Krumlov in the study by Vaclav Grubhoffer, who has analysed a collection of medical
literature belonging to Maria Ernestine of Eggenberg. Thanks to the evidence of her active
reading interest in these books, the study provides important insights into the history of
the aristocratic mentality. On a more synthesizing note, Olga Fejtova's contribution maps
the current state of library research within the Unity of the Brethren milieu during the
early seventeenth century and reflects on the possibilities for further research. The study
by Marta Hradilova takes us into the church libraries, presenting sources on the history

of the libraries of the Premonstratensian monasteries in Doksany and Chotésov, which
were abolished in the first wave of Joseph II's reforms in 1782. Kamil Boldan's contribution
focuses on the work of Jan BeneSovsky, the first documented bookbinder in Ceské
Budéjovice. By linking the activities of this bookbinder with the hitherto anonymous
bindings recorded in the Einbanddatenbank database, the study elucidates his work in the
context of the bookbinding workshops of the Jagiellonian period. Anna Hotova looks into
the creative activities of the German graphic artist Virgil Solis Jr. during his time in Prague.
She focused in particular on his activities in book graphics and expanded the existing list
of works to include new publications in which Solis participated or may have participated.
The series of peer-reviewed contributions is concluded by a collective study by Iva
Bydzovska, Matéj Méricka and Michal Klacek, which investigates the hitherto neglected
issue of provenance of tract volumes of broadside ballad sheets, (so-called "spalicky").

Last but not least, this year's issue of Aziky a déjiny includes two extensive reviews

of books on early modern portraits and Bohemical verses in Hungarian prints and our
representative selection of studies on book history from current issues of journals, annuals,
monographs and conference proceedings.

We hope you will enjoy reading this issue!
