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Stred/Centre je recenzovany odborny Casopis zaméreny na studium spolec-
nosti, kultury, politiky a ekonomiky ve stfedn{ Evropé 19. a 20. stoleti. Casopis
je ekumenicky ve zvolenych metodologickych a oborovych pristupech a po-
skytuje prostor odbornikiim ze $irokého spektra humanitnich a spolecenskych
véd. Stred/ Centre si klade za tikol spojovat rozsdhlé, ale zna¢né fragmentované
pole vyzkumu vénujiciho se stiredoevropskému prostoru z riznych oborovych
perspektiv. Proto publikuje ptivodni studie z jednotlivych disciplin, zejména
ale studie, které maji ambici prekrocit hranice urcené oborovym rozdélenim
a spojit vice obort v produktivnim dialogu.

Stred/Centre vychazi dvakrat do roka a orientuje se na vydavani tematickych
Cisel. Témata jednotlivych ¢isel jsou v predstihu zvefejnovana na webovych
strankach Casopisu. Stred/Centre je indexovany v mezindrodnich databazich
SCOPUS, EBSCO, ERIH Plus a CEEOL. Vychazi v rezimu open access podle
licence CC BY-NC-ND 4.0 International a jeho obsah je volné dostupny pres
Digitalni knihovnu AV CR.

Stred/ Centre publikuje (1) ptivodni védecké stati v rozsahu 6 000-10 000 slov,
(2) diskusni stati v rozsahu 2 500-5 000 slov, (3) recenzni stati v rozsahu
2 500-5 000 slov, (4) recenze na jednotlivé tituly nové odborné literatury v roz-
sahu 1 300-2 500 slov, (5) zpravy o literature v rozsahu okolo 500 slov, a to vzdy
vcetné poznamkového aparatu zpracovaného podle cita¢niho tizu uvedeného
na webovych strankach casopisu. Publika¢nimi jazyky jsou cestina, slovensti-
na, angli¢tina a némcina. Piivodni védecké stati, diskusni stati a recenzni stati
musi byt doprovazeny anglickym abstraktem v rozsahu 100-150 slov, klicovy-
mi slovy v angli¢tiné (3 az 5) a prekladem ndzvu ptispévku do angli¢tiny.

Stred/ Centre is a peer-reviewed academic journal focusing on the study of so-
ciety, culture, politics, and economy in the 19th and 20th centuries Central
Europe. The journal is ecumenical in its methodological and disciplinary ap-
proaches and provides a platform for scholars from a wide range of human-
ities and social sciences. Stred/Centre aims to bring together the vast but
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highly fragmented field of research on Central European space from different
disciplinary perspectives. To this end, it publishes original studies from indi-
vidual disciplines, but especially studies that have the ambition to transcend
the boundaries defined by disciplinary divisions and bring together multiple
disciplines in a productive dialogue.

Stied/ Centre is published twice a year and focuses on theme issues. The topic
of each issue is announced in advance on the journal’s website. StFed/Centre
is indexed in the international databases SCOPUS, EBSCO, ERIH Plus and
CEEOL. It is published in open access mode under the CC BY-NC-ND 4.0 Inter-
national license and its content is freely available through the Digital Library
of the Czech Academy of Sciences.

Stred/ Centre publishes (1) original research articles in the range of 6,000-10,000
words, (2) discussion articles in the range of 2,500-5,000 words, (3) review ar-
ticles in the range of 2,500-5,000 words, (4) reviews of individual titles of new
literature in the range of 1,300-2,500 words, (5) literature reports of around
500 words, always counted including footnotes formatted according to the
referencing style available on the journal’s website. The publication languages
are Czech, Slovak, English, and German. Research articles, review articles and
discussion articles must be accompanied by an English abstract of 100-150
words, keywords in English (3 to 5) and a translation of the title of the article
into English.
